	County Administrator Blessman reported for the Zoning Department that January had been a slow month.  There will most likely be a zoning variance that will need to be reviewed in February.	
	Mr. Parsley reported for the Building & Grounds that the new heating unit has been installed in the County Clerk’s office.  
	County Engineer Pedigo reported for the Road & Bridge Committee that 70% of the roads have been cleared following the recent snow storm.  Areas open to the wind have proven to be a little more difficult to keep clean but they will continue to work on them.
	Mr. Garlisch reported for the Licensing and Animal Control Committee that liquor license renewals have been completed.
	Sheriff Gann reported that there are currently 11 federal inmates and that the Havana police department 911 installation is complete.
	County Administrator Blessman reported that accounting and payroll software installation continues.  The accounting software is continuing to be introduced to the staff and the new tax software will soon be implemented in phases.  January 30 will be I.T. Manager Robb Roper’s last day before retirement, and Mr. Blessman commented the outstanding service that Mr. Roper has given the county over the years that he has been here.  Seth Lane, the new Data processing manager, has commenced his duties.
	He also reported that the auditors finished up field work last week and the report will be done sometime next month with a presentation most likely at the March meeting.  The economic Greater Peoria Economic Development Council has hired a full time CEO.

He will be shadowing States Attorney Thomson and working under supervision.  States Attorney Thomson also told the Board that there will be 5 jury cycles in the 2015 court year beginning in March.
