Mr. Garlisch reported for the Licensing and Animal Control Committee that the Lakewood Golf Association liquor license has been transferred to The Andrew Group dba Lakewood Golf Club.
	Mrs. Kreiling reported for the Emergency Service Committee that a meeting was recently held regarding the power outage and that all emergency generators performed as expected.  The committee will be investigating the feasibility and need for a larger capacity generator for the jail.  She also reported that Code Enforcement Officer Ragle is currently taking courses to get certified as a flood manager.  Among other things, this certification would lower county flood insurance rates.  
	County Administrator Blessman reported that the accounting software is continuing to be introduced to the staff and while it has been a challenge, progress is being made.
