	Mr. Parsley reported for the Building & Grounds Committee that the down spouts and cracks around the courthouse have been repaired.
Mr. Knollenberg reported for the Road & Bridge Committee that beginning on May 18, County Highway 3 will be closed for approximately one week for repairs.  There are also other road repairs in progress throughout the county at the present time.
	Mr. Garlisch reported for the Licensing and Animal Control Committee that Pets without Parents have held their annual fundraiser.
	Mrs. Kreiling reported for the Emergency Service Committee that the County is now accredited through ESDA as a storm-ready county.  In response to a question from the previous meeting, she noted that emergency generators are available regionally for short-term use.
	County Administrator Blessman reported that the accounting software is continuing to be introduced to the staff and while it has been a challenge, progress is being made toward completion.  He also reported that the assisted living project in Manito will begin breaking ground as early as July.  
	County Administrator Blessman also shared a request from the Chamber of Commerce to use the courtyard for concessions for the upcoming Balloon Festival on June 19, 20, and 21. He then also spoke to the Board about pending legislation regarding tax caps.
	County Administrator Blessman addressed the Board with one last issue concerning a past zoning variance where a business was to plant a row of bushes as screening for a neighboring lot.  Due to fill material as they began to dig, they are concerned if they will be able to fill this request.  County Administrator Blessman suggested Code Enforcement Officer Ragle investigate and report back.  

APPEARANCE: JEFF McPHERSON-2014 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
Jeff McPherson of the accounting firm Grey Hunter Stenn addressed the Board about the audit for the County.  Mr. McPherson related to the board the process of preparing the 2014 financial statements of the county.  He noted that no major obstacles were encountered.  He also reported that a Single Audit under federal rules was not required as the county did not reach the federal revenue threshold for this requirement.  Board members were provided copies of the financial reports for their review and consideration for approval at the next meeting.
